Undergraduate Intern Position for Summer 2011

Verisign Labs is looking to hire an undergraduate intern to help us with a DNS resolver research/testing project.  Here's the position description:

Successful completion of the "resolver testing" project involves installing and configuring a small number of DNS resolver software packages, sending DNS queries to them, measuring the queries forwarded by the resolver, and then documenting the results.  The candidate should be familiar enough with Linux to be able to install and configure BIND, Unbound, PowerDNS, and perhaps DJBDNS, as well as Windows for the Microsoft DNS resolver. 

The candidate should be able to write programs in a scripting language such as Perl (preferred) or Python or Ruby.  The candidate should be familiar with the 'tcpdump' program for capturing packets.

We expect the final result of the project to be a white paper (approx 10 pages) and a 20-30 minute presentation of the measured results.
