The research projects in SES tend to generate large amounts of data: thousands of files and gigabytes of data. This data is generated through measurements and captured as oscilloscope traces. In addition, some data is available as discrete measurements extraced from the chip.

SES has an open position for an undergraduate researcher to design an online database that stores and shares our measurement data. An existing software package, such as MySQL, should be used. The project will require analysis of our existing data structures, development of a suitable record format and database layout. A second aspect of the research will involve creation of a web interface, such as based on PHP, to manage the database, support queries, and so on.

The position is a wage-based research position and requires a research with good software programming skills. Experience with MySQL, PHP, is recommended.
